BY-LAWS OF THE QUEEN CITY BOWLING SENATE
ARTICLE I

Name

This organization shall be known as the QUEEN CITY BOWLING SENATE (hereinafter called QCBS) of Cincinnati, Ohio.  It shall be the local affiliation to The National Bowling Association, Inc.
ARTICLE II

Objective and Purpose

The QCBS is formed for the following objective and purposes:

Sec. 1.   To unite all TNBA bowlers in the Greater Cincinnati area.  

Sec. 2.
To promote interest in bowling.
Sec. 3.
To disseminate news, to and about the bowlers, to the bowlers on a regular schedule, as approved by the senate through a monthly “QCBS newsletter,” 1st by email, 2nd then by mail.
ARTICLE III

Membership 
Sec. 1.   The QCBS shall be the governing body in local bowling affairs pertaining to its own organization.  Its membership shall be composed of at least two (2) TNBA sanctioned leagues.

Sec. 2.   The current TNBA dues must be paid to be a member of the QCBS whether you bowl or not.  TNBA season runs from September 1 through August 31.

Sec. 3.    League Sanctioning

a.  Leagues registered with this Senate must pay TNBA, Inc. sanction fee to be sanctioned with QCBS.
   b. Annual dues and sanction fees shall be paid to the Senate on or before October 1st of each year.  

ARTICLE IV

Executive Board 
Sec. 1.   The Executive Board of the QCBS shall consist of the QCBS Officers & Chairpersons and TNBA Sanctioned League Presidents and Secretaries.

Sec. 2.   The Executive Board shall manage the business of the organization.
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ARTICLE V

Election of Officers 

Sec. 1.   The Officers of the QCBS shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, and Sergeant-of-Arms.
Sec. 2.   The officers of this Senate shall be elected by secret ballot and hold their respective offices for a term of two (2) years.  The election of officers shall be held at the October meeting. Active members shall have written notice seven (7) days prior to the meeting. Officers elected in October shall be installed at the January meeting.
Sec. 3.   Election for the President and Treasurer shall be on the even years.  The Vice President and Secretary shall be on the odd years.
Sec. 4.
The Assistant Secretary, Assistant Treasurer and Sergeant-of-Arms shall be appointed by the President.

Sec. 5.   All properties of the QCBS are to be turned over to their successor by outgoing officers within 14 days.

Sec. 6.   Vacancies occurring in office between elections: The President shall appoint a member to hold office until the next election. The body shall be asked to approve the appointment at the next regularly scheduled monthly meeting. If the office of President becomes vacant, the Vice President shall assume the duties of the President.

Sec. 7.   To be eligible to vote a member must be in good standing with TNBA.

Sec. 8.   Requirement eligibility for office:

a. Must have attended a minimum of 7 of 11 monthly meetings in the calendar year.
b. Must have served on at least one (1) committee.
c. Must be in good standing with no financial obligations to the TNBA or QCBS, for a period of one year immediately preceding nomination for office.

ARTICLE VI

Duties of Officers

Sec. 1.   The President shall:

a. Preside at all meetings of the Senate and of the Executive Board.
b. Appoint the Chairperson of all committees created with the approval of the body.
c. Enforce the Bylaws and the purpose.
d. Make a report in writing with recommendations at the June meeting.
e. Be an ex-officio member of all committees except the Nominating and Election Committees.
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f. Be one of the signatures on the bank account(s).
g. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.
Sec. 2.    The Vice President shall:
a. In the absence of the President, perform the duties of that office. 

b. Be an ex-officio member of all committees, except the Nominations and Elections Committee.
c. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.
Sec. 3.    The Secretary shall:
a. Keep a true record of all proceedings of the meetings of the Senate and of the Executive Board.
b. Maintain a membership record. 

c. Notify the members of any and all meetings of the Senate.
d. Be responsible for all correspondence.
e. Submit a report to the TNBA, Inc., of the newly elected Senate Officers and their addresses immediately after election.
f. Submit Senate dues, membership information within 30 days of receipt.

g. Receive all monies of the Senate and issue receipt for money received.  The secretary must remit all money to the treasurer within 48 hours.
h. Distribute to league presidents and secretaries a copy of the QCBS Bylaws

i. Be one of the signatures on the bank account(s).

j. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.

Sec. 4.   The Assistant Secretary shall:

a. In the absence of the Secretary, perform the duties of that office.
b. Assist the Secretary with correspondence and reports as are necessary.
c. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.

Sec. 5.   The Treasurer shall:

a. Receive from the Secretary any monies.
b. Disburse money only on vouchers signed by the President and Secretary.
c. Keep a true and correct account of all receipts and disbursements.
d. Submit a written report and statement of all financial transactions of the Senate at each monthly meeting of the Senate.
e. Deposit all monies of the Senate in a bank in the name of the QCBS within 48 hours.

f. Keep a separate accounting for monies designated for a particular program (for example, the Junior Bowling Program). The Treasurer will report these balances as part of the monthly reporting.  
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g. Chair the budget committee.

h. Be one of the signatures on all account(s).  Two signatures required on all checks.

i. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.

Sec. 6.
The Assistant Treasurer shall:

a. In the absence of the Treasurer, perform the duties of that office.

b. Assist the Treasurer with reports as are necessary.

c. Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.
Sec. 7.   Duties of the Sergeant-of-Arms:

a. The Sergeant-of-Arms shall maintain order at all meeting.

ARTICLE VII

Standing Committees

Sec 1.  Standing Committees to be a part of the QCBS By-Laws


Awards Committee
The Awards Program is responsible for the planning and execution of the Annual Awards Banquet and the development of the QCBS Awards Program.

Benevolence Committee
The Benevolence Program is responsible for sending cards, condolences, and other symbols of concern to members of families in cases of illness or death.


Tournament Committee
The Tournament Committee shall be responsible for the planning and operation of the Best of the Best, Battle of the Sexes, George Wilson, and other tournaments the Senate decides to host.


Junior Bowling Committee
The Junior Bowling Program shall be responsible for the local operations of the TNBA Junior Bowling Program.  Responsibilities include recruitment, coaching, activities planning, and other requirements of junior bowlers.
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Membership Committee
1. The Membership Committee is responsible for developing programs that increase    membership.

2. Determining eligibility of individuals recommended for life or honorary membership.  Life members will have their annual membership paid by QCBS.

3. Determining eligibility of individuals recommended for Hall of Fame membership.  Candidates must receive 2/3rd majority of members voting in order to become life or honorary members.

Nominating & Election Committee

The Nominating & Election Committee is responsible for conducting all QCBS Elections.  The Committee will verify the eligibility of all candidates.


Officers must receive a majority of members voting to be elected.

Constitution Committee

The Constitution and By-Laws committee is responsible for reviewing recommendations and/or update the By-Laws annually.


QCBS Newsletter Committee


QCBS Newsletter Committee will develop and publish a newsletter that provides information to members on bowling and community activities and include activities and articles on the Junior Bowling Program.


Scholarship Committee


The Scholarship Program Committee is responsible for developing, implementing and revising the procedures for the distribution of scholarships to junior bowlers and the children of senate members.


The Committee is also responsible for submitting applications for national scholarships.


Publicity & Public Relations Committee

The Publicity & Public Relations Committee is responsible for working with all other committees to facilitate the promotion of QCBS projects and programs.  The Committee is also responsible for identifying sponsors or possible funding for special projects.
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ARTICLE VIII
Officers Compensation
Sec. 1.   The Senate President shall receive $200 for compensation annually, to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention.

Sec. 2.   The Senate Vice President shall receive $100 for compensation annually, to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention.

Sec. 3.   The Senate Secretary shall receive $200 for compensation annually, to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention, for services rendered.
Sec. 4.   The Senate Assistant-Secretary shall receive $10 per meeting when Secretary is absent to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention, for services rendered.

Sec. 5.   The Senate Treasurer shall receive $200 for compensation annually, to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention.
Sec. 6.
The Senate Assistant-Treasurer shall receive $10 per meeting when Treasurer is absent to be paid prior to the TNBA Convention, for services rendered.

ARTICLE IX
Meetings

Sec.  1.  The QCBS shall meet the fourth (4th) Sunday of each month.
Sec. 2.   The Executive Board of the QCBS shall meet when deemed necessary.
Sec. 3.   In the QCBS newspaper, a list of meeting dates, location and time shall be published.  
Sec. 4.   The quorum to transact the business of the Senate shall be at least 50% of the members that have attended at least ½ of the senate meetings for the past calendar year.

ARTICLE X

Complaints and Appeals

Sec. 1.   When a member of the QCBS has a complaint against a fellow member, he or she may file a written complaint with the Executive Board in detail.
Sec. 2.   When such charges have been filed, the defendant and plaintiff must be sent a separate notification.  Such notification shall be in the form of a registered letter, or certified mail, with a return receipt requested.  Such notice must be mailed or delivered not less than ten (10) days in advance of the meeting.
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Sec. 3.   The Executive Board shall conduct a hearing on these charges within 30 days of receipt of the complaint.  If the Board finds, and is satisfied that the charges are substantiated, the Board may expel, suspend or discipline the defendant effective immediately.  Notice of the action of the Executive Board shall be given to the plaintiff, the defendant, and the Secretary-Treasurer of TNBA, Inc.  Members have a right to appeal the decision to the Executive Committee of the TNBA, Inc. within ten (10) days of receiving a copy of the decision by registered mail.  A suspended bowler’s membership shall continue in force during the time an appeal is pending. 
Sec. 4.   Reinstatement of membership, in all cases where suspension is imposed, must be granted only upon written application to and approved by the Executive Board of the TNBA, Inc.
Sec. 5.   Any member(s) of the Executive Committee, who is found guilty of violating the National TNBA Constitution and Bylaws, the Queen City Bowling Senate Bylaws or established procedures, or neglect of or failure to discharge his/her duties, shall be removed from office. Absence from four (4) consecutive Executive Committee meetings and/or senate meetings without proper notification of the President will constitute non-fulfillment of duties.  All resignations shall be in writing and submitted to the secretary fourteen (14) days prior to resignation date. All properties of the QCBS are to be turned over to the secretary.
ARTICLE XI
Delegates to the National Meetings
Sec. 1.  The Senate shall be entitled to elect from among its membership one (1) delegate and one (1) alternate for each forty (40) members or major fraction thereof, to represent the Senate at the TNBA Convention.

Sec. 2.  Delegates to the National Convention shall be elected sixty (60) days prior to the TNBA Convention, and only elected delegates shall have Convention voting power.  The Senate Secretary shall send to the National Secretary a complete list of delegates and alternates, Thirty (30) days prior to the TNBA Convention.

Sec. 3.  The President and Secretary of the Senate shall be the first two (2) delegates to the TNBA Convention.

Sec. 4.  A candidate for the QCBS delegation to the National Convention must meet the following requirements;

a. Must have attended a minimum of five (5) meetings out of eleven (11) monthly meetings of the membership a year.

b. Must be in good standing with no financial obligations to the QCBS or TNBA, Inc. for a period of one year immediately prior to date of election of delegates.

c. Served as Officer or Committee Chairperson; or served on committee in the Senate.

d. Each delegate must be responsible for a written report.
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Sec. 5.   Delegates will be reimbursed for their registration fee only, upon receipt of a duly accepted written convention report to the QCBS.

NOTE:
The delegates have the authority to vote amongst themselves, to vote as a block on any issue, at the National Meeting.
ARTICLE XII
Amendments

Sec. 1.  All proposed amendments to the Constitution of the QCBS shall be submitted in writing to the Chairperson of the Constitution Committee.  The committee shall consider said amendments at their annual meeting.

Sec. 2.  The Constitution Committee shall meet within 30 days following the National Convention. Any changes in these Bylaws may only be taken after all active members have been given not less than 30 days written notice of the meeting at which the vote is to be taken 30 days thereafter.
ARTICLE XIII
Ratification
The above Bylaws shall become effective immediately upon a vote of two-thirds of the active   members present and voting.
ARTICLE XIV

Parliamentary Authority
The rules contained in the current edition of Roberts Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern the QCBS in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these Bylaws and any special rules of order adopted by TNBA, Inc.
