
Nominations for the 2012 offices will soon be accepted
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The duties and requirements of the offices per the Queen City Senate Bylaws are shown below:

Vice President
· The Vice President shall posses all required qualifications of the President at the time of his/her election. 

· It shall be the duty of the Vice President in the absence of the President, perform the duties of that office.

·  Be an ex-officio member of all committees, except the Nomination and Elections Committee and

·  Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board.

Secretary
· It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep a true record of all proceedings of the meetings of the Senate and of the Executive Board. 

· Maintain a membership record.

·  Notify the members of any and all meetings of the Senate. 

· Be responsible for all correspondence. 

· Submit a report to the TNBA, Inc., of the newly elected Senate Officers and their addresses immediately after election. 

· Submit Senate dues, membership information within 30 days of receipt.

·  Receive all monies of the Senate and issue receipt for money received. The secretary must remit all money to the treasurer within 48 hours. 

· Distribute to league presidents and secretaries a copy of the QCBS Bylaws.

·  Be one of the signatures on the bank account(s). 

· Perform such other duties as assigned by the Executive Board
Requirements per the Bylaws (Section 8, Election of Officers)

A candidate for office shall have been an active member of The Queen City Senate and must have attended a minimum of 8 of 11 monthly meetings. Must have served on at least two (2) committees, attending at least ¾ of the committee meetings. Must be in good standing with no financial obligations to the TNBA or QCBS, for a period of one year immediately preceding nomination for office.
